As educators we 
are faced with many difficult decisions in determining what is best for our 
students; we must have commitment to the education profession. We must 
persevere when we are faced with obstacles. We must work with passion and 
zeal in order to inspire others to the cause of education. If one life has been 
changed or enriched by this hard work, our perseverance has not been in 
vain.
